Dear	St.	Xavier	Families	and	Friends,		
	
The	Canned	Food	Drive	(CFD)	at	St.	Xavier	is	an	Advent	tradition.		Each	year	during	the	months	of	November	
and	December,	students	collect	food	for	people	in	need	in	both	the	Greater	Cincinnati	area	and	rural	
Appalachia.		In	2017	students	collected	over	160,000	pounds	of	food,	providing	over	30	agencies	with	much	
needed	supplies	and	helping	over	550	area	families.		Additionally,	students	delivered	canned	goods	to	several	
social	service	agencies	in	rural	Kentucky.			
	
An	integral	part	of	the	Canned	Food	Drive	is	the	opportunity	to	personally	help	a	less	fortunate	family	referred	
to	us	by	various	social	service	agencies	in	Cincinnati.		This	year	we	have	renamed	this	program	St	Xavier	
HEART	to	HOME	Program	(formerly	Adopt	a	Family	Program):	from	your	heart	to	our	neighbor’s	home.	We	
feel	this	reflects	a	more	respectful	relationship,	which	is	an	important	characteristic	of	being	a	Man	or	Woman	
for	and	with	others.	As	part	of	the	HEART	to	HOME	Program,	the	“donor”	family	(a	St.	Xavier	family)	specifies	
the	size	of	the	“recipient”	family	they	would	like	to	“provide	for”	based	upon	the	cost	of	approximately	thirty-	
five	dollars	per	member	of	the	recipient	family.		Before	Thanksgiving,	we	will	provide	you—the	donor	family—
with	the	information	of	a	recipient	family	and	a	list	of	items,	such	as	canned	foods,	meats,	and	blankets,	to	be	
purchased	and	delivered	to	your	family.		The	delivery	date	is	Saturday,	December	8.

Over	the	years,	St.	Xavier	families	have	been	very	generous	with	their	participation	in	
this	Program.		Last	year	the	St.	Xavier	community	adopted	about	two	hundred	families.		This	is	a	wonderful	
way	for	your	entire	family	to	share	with	those	in	need.
